      For clubs logging in 4 CCs with TMI December 31, 2009 

• The “Golden Communicator” Award : Ribbon, Plaque and Certificate of Commendation 

      For clubs logging in 6 CCs with TMI before April 30, 2010 

• The “Silver tongue” Award:   Free registration to DTAC, Certificate of Commendation 

       For toastmasters achieving Competent Communicator (CC) this toastmasters year (before April 30, 2010),  

       and having won at least 7 Best Speaker Awards during their CC journey. 

The Advanced Communicator (AC) Awards

The DCP Awards
